EVALUATION AND MANAGEMENT SERVICES

A physician assistant or nurse practitioner shelldliowed 80% of the fee schedule allowance for
evaluation and management services provided adigrport details the findings of the exam. The CPT
level billed must be supported by the signed report

ASSISTANT SURGEON

A physician assistant or registered nurse firsisteast who assists at surgery shall be allowed 89%
20% (16%) of the fee schedule allowance for theg@dare(s). A fee for assistant surgeon shall bely
paid to one primary assistant surgeon.

OTHER SERVICES

A physician assistant or nurse practitioner shallbowed 80% of the fee schedule allowance for any
other services performed within their license atitieation.

MODIFIERS

When billing for services provided by a registenenlse first assistant, use modifier -FA.

When billing for services provided by a nurse ptaxter, use the modifier -NP.
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
